As a department we provide students with an ambitious curriculum which both inspires a love of 
learning and prepares students for lifelong learning which instils within them British Values whilst 
contributing towards their Social, Moral, Spiritual and Cultural development. As a result, students 
appreciate the value of Religious Education and feel empowered to challenge views which promote a 
lack of tolerance.
